Other News: 
Shepley Allotments: Problems have been identified with the wall at the far 
end of the allotments (the north western boundary).  Work is in progress to 
replace the stile with a gate and to make repairs to the wall. 

Shelley Village Hall: The Council has upgraded the fire alarm system and put 
in a new fence along the boundary over Far Bank, and improvements have 
been made to the ramp & emergency lighting.  

Kirkheaton Churchyard Wall: We are pleased to say that the wall is 
currently under repair and is expected to be finished soon.  It has proved to be 
quite a challenging task, but we seem to have won in the end.  

Community Governance Review is now complete.  Most of the responses 
received were positive regarding the work of the Council and its Councillors, 
but naturally there were also a few criticisms made.  Some minor boundary 
changes will be implemented as a result of the Review – at Thurstonland and 
within the Lepton & Lepton/Whitley Upper wards.  A number of 
recommendations have been put together to see if there are any areas where 
administration costs could be reduced and also to look at ways of improving 
the co-ordination between Kirklees and the 5 Parish/Town Councils in the 
borough.   These are in the process of being examined. 
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The Council supplies 10 
wreaths to the villages in our 
area and on Remembrance 
Sunday Councillors were in 
attendance to lay the wreaths 
on our war memorials to 
honour those who were killed 
during the two World Wars 
and in other conflicts, some 
of which are still going on.   
May they all rest in peace.
